🏊 COMMUNITY POOL RULES
 (May 2026)

Safety is the primary concern of the Board of Managers. These Rules will be strictly enforced: 
NO LIFEGUARDS

 Any Person using the pool area does so at their own risk and sole responsibility. Foxberry Village Condominium, Foxberry Village Condominium II, and the Foxberry Communities Association, Inc. Boards of Managers, and Dee Property Management LLC do not assume responsibility for accidents or injuries in connection with such use. The Owner/Resident agrees with the Boards of Managers/Property Manager to make no claim against Foxberry Village Condominium, Foxberry Village Condominium II, and Foxberry Communities Association, Inc or the Board of Managers or Dee Property Management LLC or the Property Manager for or on account of any loss or damage of life, limb, or property.

POOL USERS

OWNERS must sign a Pool Waiver and be issued a key to the gate The gate should
           not be opened for people without a key or unattended children and keys should 
           not be copied. Owners must remain with their guests in the pool enclosure.

GUESTS Only 3 family members or guests per unit. Guests must sign a Pool Waiver.

CHILDREN
UNDER 16 must be supervised by a responsible ADULT at all times. The Adult
must know how to swim, have full mobility and be able to access the deep end of 
the pool. They must be able to assist the children in and out of the pool if needed.

           UNDER 11 must remain in the shallow end of the pool with the rope indicating the
           start of the deep end across the pool. The Adult must always supervise the child, 
           not leave them unattended, have full mobility and be able to swim including 
           reaching a child in the deep end. Only 2 children under 11 may be supervised by
           one adult.

BABIES No diapered babies allowed in the pool. 

POOL OPERATIONS

GATE – To remain closed. The last pool attendee shall lock the gate upon leaving. 


RESCUE EQUIPMENT- Pool users must familiarize themselves with the location of the
           rescue equipment, emergency phone and the rules and regulations of the pool. 

POOL HOURS- Between 8AM to 8PM or any times set by the Board.

TRESPASSING-Entry in the pool enclosure after 8pm or before 8am or when the
“Pool Closed” sign is posted on the gate, or a padlock is on the gate is considered trespassing and you may be prosecuted. 

POOL BOOK- everyone entering the pool enclosure must sign the pool book.

POOL USE

PROHIBITED- No alcoholic beverages, food, glass containers, smoking or vaping in pool enclosure. Anyone under the influence of drugs or alcohol are not allowed in the pool enclosure. 

NO diving, running, pushing or rough-house play, balls, rafts or floating objects allowed (except for pool noodles). No music. 

NO THONGS- Proper swimwear only. No thong style bathing suits. 

NO PETS in or around the pool enclosure.

NO URINATING, expectorating, or blowing the nose in the pool. 

CLEAN UP YOUR AREA leaving it neat and returning the pool furniture to its original location. Close the umbrellas and remove personal items.

FILTER/equipment room is off limits.

INCLEMENT WEATHER- leave the pool area immediately. Reentry can occur 15 minutes after the last lightning strike. 

CAMERAS may be installed at the discretion of the Board in compliance with the Camera Policy.

VIOLATIONS may result in a monetary fine or suspension of your pool privileges.
